Objective

This will provide a useful support to current mapping processes. It will contribute to building a joint framework, and thereby help networks to improve  the organization of information and the quality of the international mapping processes of the social and solidarity economy.

Collect keywords related to the social and solidarity economy from contacts and networks.  

Locate and identify  other SSE glossaries.  

Identify  technical and financial partners.  

November - December 2009    

Develop and set up a MediWiki website.  

January - April 2010    

Upload the contents.

March - July 2010    

Develop the perspectives and intercultural comments on the SSE glossary, as well as assess the initial results.  

Expected outcomes   

The products of this project will be:

· A shared international glossary for the field of SSE and SR, containing the most common terms in several languages, their definition, including the cultural differences.

· The mapping of the values and the concepts of a responsible and solidarity economy, complementing the glossary, in the different cultural and socio-economic context with the identification of the similarities and differences. 

· An international thesaurus (key words for organising information) based on an operational extension of  the above glossary, to index the documents related to SSE and SR.
· A discussion and comparison of  typologies (of organisations and fields of SEE) and nomenclatures used by the networks and SSE mapping projects.
